When
disconnected couplings are pressurised, it is important
to ensure the pressure (steady state or peak value in a
pulsing circuit), does not exceed the figure shown in the
table above for “Maximum working pressure coupled".
Couplings should not be exposed to excessive side
loads caused by tight hose bends or long, unsupported
hose runs.For further advice please see “Guidelines for
the care and operation of Holmbury flat face couplings".
